ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Meeting called to order: 6:31 pm
Approval of March minutes: Approved and passed.  

Mail/Thank You Cards:  None at this time.  The commission did send one to the Clackamas Repertory Theater for their most fabulous Sundays at Three reading of The Last Night of Ballyhoo as part of the commission’s Arts & Culture series.
Financial Statement/Budget:    Due to Rob’s absence, there was no report this month.
Signage:  Gloria reported that the “imagine…” sign was stolen from its location at the library.  Sean spoke up and offered to replace the sign at no cost.  We thank Whitney Signs for offering that – it was much appreciated.   Gloria also spoke very recently to June Bisantz who said she’d be mailing our “CONNECT” sign very soon.  
Percent for Art Project – Upcoming:  Jane reported that she applied for a grant from the Oregon Parks and Recreation on behalf of the city for monies for the skatepark/park.  If they get the grant, the commission will need to start thinking about the 1% for art for this project.  Bronze animals, mosaics, steel birds, and signage were all discussed but it’s too premature to go further into this at this time.  

Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: River Mill Dam:  
Jane reported she will be taking down the show tomorrow from its current location at the County building.  It will be stored temporarily at City Hall for about one month when it will be moved to its next location – PGE.   

Jane also reported she has all the artists lined up for the next Art Jam that will take place on May 24 & 25 at Oak Grove and Three Links.  All the artists from the last jam will be participating plus more – even some from Portland.  

Jami sent out a link to see the Powerhouse photo book she created using SnapFish.  The commission decided to purchase one for the library, the city, PGE, and perhaps EAAC.  It will cost apprx. $45 per book.   Jami will also put a link on the website for people to purchase on SnapFish.  

CRT Night:  The Clackamas Repertory Theater had their Sunday Reading at the Springwater Grange last Sunday, April 3rd, as part of our Arts & Culture Series.  The turnout was dismal at best.   The commission discussed what to do next year to improve the turnout.  One idea was to have a better connection with the drama dept at the schools and perhaps the English departments.  Maybe meet one on one with Steve Christianson.  Also the commission will make a poster for distribution around town, and contact other acting groups to let them know.  We will also have “real” food in the “green room” for the actors as they are there the better part of the day.  

Storm Drain Project:   Am proudly presented two of the four street stencils for the storm drains – displaying a frog and a salmon.  Great job, Am!  She’s working on completing the next two.  
Ford Family Foundation:  Jane reported that the foundation would be coming to Estacada next fall.  One of their goals is to make vital rural communities through grants, quoting from their website: “The Foundation makes grants to public charities that pre-dominantly benefit small communities in rural Oregon and Siskiyou County, California. Our mission of "successful citizens and vital rural communities" can be achieved in part by directing grant resources to projects and programs which align with our grant guidelines. We respond to grant requests initiated by a non-profit organization through our online application, and we occasionally use a Request for Proposal (RFP) to target grants for programs and projects that best support the Foundation’s goals.”   
In April, Jane reported that there would be a nomination committee to pick out key players from Estacada to participate in this important meeting.   She will keep us updated.  

Estacada Together:  Jane reported that ET would be meeting next week regarding their line-up for next year.  Everyone’s welcome to come and participate.  They’d like to send out a Survey Monkey to see what the community would like to see come to the Auditorium.  Jami said they could do it through the email blast program.  
Arts & Culture Series:  Jami reported everything’s on schedule for the upcoming Writer’s Night and that there was an article in today’s newspaper written by Stevan Allred about the event.   She has the refreshments ready and will bring checks for the authors.  Jane will introduce Stevan as Gloria will be out of town that weekend.  Jami will also send out another email blast.

Summer Celebration Update:   Everything seems to be going along smoothly, Jane reported.  The SC just had a meeting and Pete announced a great line-up this year.  Jami already has it on the website with hot links for the performers for everyone to check out.   Jane gave out the websites for the t-shirt companies if anyone wanted to check out the colors they have available.  The colors have not yet been chosen.
