ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Wed., Feb. 10, 2010
City Council Chambers – 6:30 pm

Commissioners present:  Gloria, Jami, Am, Rob, and Jane.  Absent:  Pete Hamer.
Guests present:  Sean Drinkwine, City Council liaison.

Meeting called to order: 6:30 pm.

Approval of January minutes: Approved and passed.  

Financial Statement/Budget:   General funds balance - $6456.28; and $519.03 is the balance for the Administrative balance.  Rob explained a few new requests/rules to help streamline our bookkeeping practices.
ON-GOING PROJECTS AND REPORTS:

Commission Note Cards:  Gloria brought a sample of what our arts commission note card would look like printed. The green “spark” is different than the one Lesley had created for us years ago as Jami created it.  She agreed to try and change it to look more like Lesley’s original spark.  It was also decided to order 120 for $40.  This amount includes envelopes.  

Arts & Culture Series:  Jami reported that the A & C postcards were mailed out with the help of Gloria and Am.  We got a lot of information on it this year and we used Debbie from Oregon Business Forms for printing.  Gloria will put the extra cards in the library and the Chamber office and Jami will place them at the counter at the gallery as well.
Summer Celebration:   

Jane reported that things are going pretty well so far – the committee met recently and Pete brought a great list of performers (see the recent email from Pete for those musical links).  There will be no puppet show this year – Nina’s group/family is taking a year off.  The group seems to have come up with a great layout this year, improving the shade that is always needed.  Katinka’s sister has agreed to be the Graphics Artist person for the poster/mailers.  The SC group just found out they now need to find a Children’s Art Activities Coordinator(s).  So if anyone knows of anyone who may be interested – please let Jane know asap.  Their next meeting is March 20 at 9:00 am.  Rob is to find a place for the group to meet and get back to Jane.

Storm Drain Art Project:  Gloria printed out some samples of stencils for the committee to choose from for this project.  Everyone picked out their favorites and Sean looked at them and said whether it was possible to use them or not.  The costs involved are as follows:  $150 for 10 plastic stencils - $22.50 for each.  These can be used multiple times.  Sean reports that this is a pretty good price and that the vinyl ones he spoke about before have only a one-time use.  Everyone agreed that the plastic ones would be a good deal so Gloria will order.

City Sign Project:   Gloria reported that she and Jami drove around and found the locations and poles to be used for the different signs.  A date will be decided on soon – hopefully during nicer weather – to be up these signs. 

Survey Monkey Project:  Due to Jami having the flu, Jane and Jami were unable to keep their meeting date.  Another will be set soon and a report will be given at a later meeting.

Commissioner Seat:  Gloria reminded the commissioners that we are still looking for a commissioner to fill and empty spot and in accordance with our matrix; it would be great if the person would have graphic art skills and school connections, to fill in where the commission’s strengths are “weak” and live in the City limits.

Arts Column in EN:   Tabled due to Pete’s absence.

Estacada on the Clackamas: The PGE Powerhouse Project

Jane reported that she had recently met with Sandy Carter and she showed her Estacada by walking around the town.  Sandy really was impressed and said she loved Estacada!  Jane has heard from 8-9 artists from the Bull Run project who said they would be very interested in participating in our dam art project and she’ll be sending them the information very soon – hopefully in February.  The next step is to get the list together for “our” artists and start connecting with them.  Jami and Jane will work out the details of this list.

The other big aspect to think about on this project is to where it will be displayed.  The gallery was a first thought, but no one is willing to give up their monthly show which is understandable.  The other thought was perhaps the library or the city council chambers.  We need to start seriously thinking about this and figure out a plan.

Website Updates/Additions:  Jami reported that she had added the EAAC minutes to our website under the page entitled “Minutes”.  If anyone has any other ideas for the website – please let Jami know.
City Stage:   Due to TDC funding issues at present, this project is tabled at present.    Rob will keep on top of this project and report back as soon as possible.

Art Summit:  Jane spoke with Bill Flood about being a facilitator at this summit.  She shared our goals for this project and he was very interested.  He suggests October and he will also let us know about how much his fee will be after he speaks with the Arts Action Alliance.  He’s hoping they will be able to help out with this fee.  
For a reminder:  The summit would be held in the City Hall Council Chambers.  The goal would be to connect with all the community partners, let them know what we as a commission can do for them, and  find out what they are about and their upcoming events and schedules.  We could have a giant calendar to fill in as we went.  Jami would keep up this calendar on the EAAC website for the public and the groups.
City Summit:  Gloria reminded us that the City Summit will be held on March 8th.  It was agreed to decide at our next meeting who will speak and about what at this summit.  Also – just fyi – they city now owns it’s own street cleaner.  Jane made note of this for the Summer Celebration site logistics group.
Estacada Film Series/Library Connection:  Jane, Jami, Gloria, MaryAnn Bugni, and Carol Kleps met with the two new librarians at the library today to introduce ourselves and explain to them about all the different arts and culture and historical groups there are in the Estacada/Eagle Creek area.  Jane also spoke about a great film series project that she and Estacada Together would like to see happen utilizing the library.  These films would be shown in connection with the library and shown at the auditorium.  The films are top-notch, first fun, independent and foreign films.  The cost is approximately $900 per year for a full set of films.  There would be no charge for these films but donations could be accepted.  Everyone agreed this would be a wonderful thing for the community and we would move forward with this project very quickly.
Rob stated that he had heard that there may be something wrong with the auditorium’s projector so Jane said she would check into this.

Grassy Knoll Project:  Jane forgot to bring the plans with her to this meeting; however, she reported that she did meet with Steve Shibley who has created a great plan for the grassy knoll corner.  Basically, it will have paver stones with grass growing up around them – also sod and a sprinkling system.  It would be very flat and very user friendly.  The cost for this remodeling would be $15K and includes Steve’s time and in-kind work part as well.  This project is a shovel-ready project and if Pete from Thriftway agrees with the go-ahead, it could be ready by Summer Celebration. 

Sean suggested the next step for this project is to connect with the Main Street Group and Phil Lingelbach who is the Chair.  They have a lot of improvement plans in the works.  Jane agreed and will connect with Phil on this.
