Commissioners present:  Gloria, Jami, Am, Rob, Jane (pending commissioner), and Pete.  Kathleen was absent.

Guests:  Steve Steel of Pasha Boutique.

Meeting called to order: 6:45 pm

Approval of December minutes: Approved and passed.

Additions to the Agenda:  Rob – Sat., Jan. 17th Fundraiser.

Financial Statement/Budget:  Kathleen told Gloria she would be emailing the updated information asap.
Public Input:  Steve wanted to talk about 1st Friday nights for June through September 2009.  His current goal is to get free musical bands using the city stage at the end of Broadway and 3rd Street after getting the street closed.  He would like the city to waive the fees and/or perhaps get businesses to help sponsor.  He also envisions many vendors on the street.  He would like to the Arts Commission’s help and blessings.  It was discussed and agreed that the commission would do all it could do to help make these a reality.  Steve will be getting back to the commission with a “bucket list” and more details.  
GRANTS:  The commission has received $3,600 from the Oregon Arts Commission and $5,041 from RACC.  THANK YOU JANE REID for writing such powerful and wonderful grants!
Jami reported she will be getting out the mid-year grant reports for the two grants received from the CTD organization (mural relocation and ESC mailings).  The monies for each of these grants must be spent by May 31 of 2009.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Flood Relief Fundraiser:  Rob wanted to make the commission aware of the local belly dancing group, Wahkeenhah, is wanting to put on a fundraiser for flood relief.  The plan currently is to have it take place upstairs in the Mason’s building on Sat., Jan. 17th.  The exact time and date is yet to be determined.  They wanted the commission to carry the insurance on the event; however, the chamber will be putting under their insurance.  They need physical help as well.
Artistic Signage and Bumper Stickers:  It was decided to go ahead and order approximately 250 bumper stickers (about 10x4”)  with the words “NY – London – Paris – Estacada” on them to give away.  The commission also decided to start with 6 artist signs.  However, Gloria will connect with the City to make sure the go ahead is set for this project. 
PAGE:  Pete wanted to remind the commission that PAGE would like as much publicity as possible for their upcoming play “On the Razzle” on Feb. 26 through March 1st.  Jami reported that they are indeed on the upcoming postcard to be mailed soon.  She will also be doing two mass email blasts.  The commission will be there physically to help as well.  Jami will be doing the program again this year as well.

OLD BUSINESS:

Parks and Rec Meeting:   Gloria brought some very good news – the Clackamas County Commissioners stepped up and offered to assist in the purchase of the Y&E Market property for the park by contributing $70K.  The City of Estacada contributed $40K and the remainder has been raised locally.  The Estacada Community Foundation will provide the tax deduction shelter.  So no financing will be needed!  Yay!  Gloria will set up a meeting for us regarding the “Bird Party” mural placement and report back.

Hwy 224 Signage Project:  Gloria showed the commission the signage ideas the city had drawn up.  The commission liked several.  Jami agreed to be the lead on this project.  
Cob Project:  The commission along with other involved community members decided to meet at Rob’s place at noon on Sat., January 10, and carpool to Portland for the official “cob tour.”   

Arts and Culture Series:   Jami has everything lined up and ready to go but was waiting for permission from the Springwater Grange for the Writer’s Night event.  She’ll get the made and out asap.
Summer Celebration Update:    
The first meeting is scheduled and their will be an update at the next meeting.
