Meeting called to order: 6:31 pm
Approval of December minutes: Approved and passed.  

Financial Statement/Budget:    No official report due to Rob’s absence.  Jane agreed to take over the Treasurer’s tasks.
Arts & Culture 2012:    
Jami is still waiting to hear back from the Clackamas Repertory Theater group for their information, but has created a flyer and will also be sending out an email blast listing all of the performances.  She will send a copy to Jane to look over before printing.  
Poetry Project:    Pete reported that he would check with the library first, but the next Poetry Project would be on Sunday, March 25th at 3:00 pm.   He’ll let us know if that won’t work.  
Summer Celebration:    Jane reported that we received both grants that she wrote.   Yay Jane!  We will receive $5691 from RACC and $2500 from the Clackamas Cultural Coalition.  She will write thank you letters as well.   We will have a meeting in March – date tba.

Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: Oak Grove Powerhouse and Three Lynx Community:  

Jane reported that the Powerhouse show was taken down today from the library and will move to the County Office building tomorrow.  There are now pieces in the library that were “extra” from the last show from a few of the artists so be sure and check them out.

EAAC Art Collection:  The commission discussed in prior meetings the idea of starting a local art collection for public display.   It was suggested we purchase one of the pieces from the Oak Grove Powerhouse show.  It was each commissioner’s “homework assignment” to check out all the pieces on our website and vote for their top three and email Jami.  We’ll discuss at the next meeting the final tallies.  

EAAC Retreat:  There was a discussion as to whether we should have a retreat this year and when.   Most of the commission thought it would be very worthwhile.  Jane will connect with the Ford Family Leadership program to see if we would be eligible take part and/or be recipients of their community assistance program for this event.   It was also suggested that we connect with the Arts Action Alliance for assistance from a facilitator.   More to come.

Community Art Signs:  There was a discussion about the June Bisantz sign that is still unhung.  It is mostly due to the fact that the location decided is between the Junior High and the High School and it was going to be put up in connection with the community garden.  However, the community garden project is currently stalled.  Toni agreed to connect with Stephen Shibley, who is one of the main members of this project, to see what is happening and if there was anything the commission could do to help facilitate finishing or moving the project along.  She’ll report at the next meeting.   Gloria will connect with the city again to see if there is a pole available so it can be placed there.   Pete volunteered to help Jerry install when the time comes.  It was also discussed that perhaps we wait til June herself visits – perhaps in May – so more to come with this sign.

There was a brief discussion on also starting a second generation of six signs.  All the commissioners liked this idea.  It was also suggested that perhaps we hold a “contest” with the community and pick the top six suggestions.  Gloria suggested we also commission local artists to create the signs and have them be a bit more colorful rather than just being the “street sign” look to them.  It was agreed.
