ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Guests present:  None present.

Meeting called to order: 6:30 pm.

Approval of December minutes: Approved and passed.  

Financial Statement/Budget:   No report due to time constrictions.
Mail:  The city received a letter from ASCAP asking for annual dues.  There was a discussion of whether we needed to pay it this year and there was a unanimous decision that we indeed needed to pay the $305 fee.

Thank-You’s:  Jane would like to have thank-you’s sent to the RACC Board of Directors.  Gloria will have the thank you cards printed and Jami will send them.  
ON-GOING PROJECTS AND REPORTS:

Art Summit (in September/October):  The commission first discussed who would come and what we wanted to accomplish at this summit.  It was then decided to hire a facilitator as it got a bit convoluted.  Jane will speak to Bill Flood about coming out to assist us.  
Basically, though, the commission would like to see all interested parties/partners, including, but not limited to: Estacada Together, P.A.G.E., Philip Foster Farm, The Spiral Gallery Co-op, ArtBack, Skip-A-Week Quilt Club, Garden Club, Orch-Estracada, Madrigal singers, UpRiver Dulcimer group, Elaine Latham, library, school reps, granges, ECF, Chamber of Commerce, Mt. Hood Territory group, CCC, Arts Action Alliance, RACCC, and PGE reps.
The summit would be held in the City Hall Council Chambers.  The goal would be to connect with all these partners, let them know what we as a commission can do for them, and  find out what they are about and their upcoming events and schedules.  We could have a giant calendar to fill in as we went.  Jami would keep up this calendar on the EAAC website for the public and the groups.
Arts Column in EN:  Pete is still planning to do an article for January.  It will be mostly about the upcoming Arts & Culture Series.
Survey Monkey Project:  Jane and Jami will be meeting January 13th to work on this project.
Art Share:  Jami spoke again via email with Melanie Wagner and Bill is not interested in having any art put up in his office.  It was suggested at the meeting to ask the mayor about the Council Chambers so Jami will connect with Becky regarding this.  Jami also spoke with the gallery artists and there were many that were interested.   More to come…
Arts & Culture Series:  Jami brought up the idea of mass-mailing the postcard to the Estacada/Eagle Creek/Colton area this year.  There is a lot of information/events by a lot of groups and thought it would be the best way to get the word out about all the different events.  The commission voted to spend the extra money on this postcard.  The plan is still to mail it by mid-January.  Jami will begin working on a mock-up.
City Sign Project:   Gloria reported that the locations to put our six signs has not been worked on as of yet, but will be soon.
Storm Drain Art Project:  This project was tabled for this month.  

Bumper Stickers:  Gloria reported that the commission had sold or given away all of the remaining bumper stickers.  It was voted on to re-order 250 more.  
Commissioner Seat:  Gloria reminded the commissioners that we are still looking for a commissioner to fill and empty spot and in accordance with our matrix; it would be great if the person would have graphic art skills and school connections, to fill in where the commission’s strengths are “weak” and live in the City limits.

Estacada on the Clackamas: The PGE Powerhouse Project:
Jane reported that she received a grant for $1,200 for this project.  Yay, Jane!  Jane also reported that she is meeting with Sandy Carter on January 7th.  So far, everything is on schedule (see December minutes for schedule) – and it’s still a go for the artists to work one day in May at the Powerhouse.

Cob Project:  Tabled until 2011.
City Stage:   Rob is still trying to obtain a TDC grant to fund the needed repairs.  Rob will keep on top of this project.

Summer Celebration:   

Jane reported that things are on track so far and that they had received their grant requests:  RACC Community Participation Project Grant for $5,273 and Clackamas County Cultural Coalition grant for $1,500.  Congrats!  Their next meeting will be held January 16th so there will be more to report at the next commission meeting.
