ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Wed., July 1, 2009

City Council Chambers – 6:30 pm
Commissioners present:  Gloria, Jami, Rob, Jane, Am, and Pete. 

Guests:  None present.

Meeting called to order: 6:30 pm.

Approval of May minutes: Approved and passed.  (Note: No meeting held in June.)
Financial Statement/Budget:   The balance for the General Funds for the EAAC is $5,953.29; and $12,582.87 for the Summer Celebration.  

Outgoing Commissioner:  Kathleen Wyatt did not re-up her commission position and Gloria will be responsible for sending flowers and a thank-you card.  
NEW BUSINESS:

New Policy - Administrative Assistance to Local Art Groups:  An idea was created to help related art groups with their administrative printing costs.  “Art groups that are an integral part of the EAAC and Summer Celebration (for example, ArtBack and the Music Crawl) can use up to $100 worth of printing through the EAAC’s administrative budget each fiscal year, provided they provide their own paper and labor.”  It was voted on and passed as a new EAAC policy.
On-Going Projects and Reports:

Action Plan:  Due to the very full agenda, the Action Plan was tabled for next month.
Commissioner Positions:   Elections were held for the commissioner positions:  Gloria Polzin, Chair; Am Griswold, Vice-Chair; Jami Berry, Secretary; and Rob Gaskill, Treasurer.  
Bumper Stickers Project:   Gloria reported that the bumper stickers are almost sold out.  It was agreed to order more from Whitney Signs to have for sale for the Summer Celebration’s Information Booth.

Cob Project:  Pete reported that he had met with Mayor Becky Arnold recently and her suggestion was to connect with Dave Piper of the Wade Creek Park Project and Tim Shibahara of the Parks and Rec Dept.   Pete will set up a meeting soon with them.  The next step after that meeting is to introduce the idea at a City Council meeting.  After that, the timeline goal would be the summer of 2010.  There has been discussion with the ArtBack Mural people as well to have them involved – perhaps working on this project for Summer Celebration instead of a mural.  There will be many steps to take yet and Pete will keep the commission informed and involved as it moves along.   Thanks, Pete!

As far as the Cob House Field Trip – Pete is trying to find a Sunday evening in August that will work for everyone and will get back to the group asap.

Summer Celebration:  The next meeting is Tues., July 14 in City Council Chambers.  Things are going along smoothly so far.  Jami brought in samples of the mailer and poster.  She will order them and Jane will pick them up for distribution and will contact Suzanne about putting them up around town.  
Thank-You Sign for Stage:  Gloria reminded the commission that we need to have a sign for the $1000 and up donators to be placed on the stage.  It was agreed to have Whitney signs make this for us and Jami agreed to contact them and send them the information and logos.

T-Shirts:  The commission agreed to purchase the Summer Celebration t-shirts, not to exceed $1500.  The “Staff” will have yellow shirts with red logos.  The community and volunteers will have red shirts with yellow logos.  Jami and Gloria will be responsible for ordering the t-shirts.  It was agreed as well to try and get t-shirts that were made in the USA.
4th of July Parade:  Gloria reminded the commissioners to be there to help decorate the Summer Celebration float.  Nina and Mauragrace are in charge of this project and need as much help as they can get.

City Sign Art Project:  The commission decided on six aluminum signs to be put up in various locations around the community:

1. LOOK!

2. Meet Here (with an arrow point down)

3. CREATE

4. Be Here Now

5. IMAGINE

6. Silly Walk Zone
Jami will email Sean and Whitney about getting these created.

Blueberry Blues:   Gloria spoke with Debra Bufton regarding this idea and Debra agreed to think about it.

Dam Project:   Jane reported that she had met with the PGE people and was very pleased with the meeting and all the ideas that have since come about.  She said she gets a lot of very positive, excited reaction to this project.   The first part of this project may be to have Dam Art Jams – where artists go to local dam sites and paint.  As a commission, we will have to do the marketing, create the forms, perhaps jury the artists, and have maybe three jams per year with the first being this fall.  
This project will require some grants which Jane will work on finding.  PGE also suggested using their Three Links site perhaps as a Writer’s Retreat.  The writers could work on stories about the dams, or the ecology, or river as an example.  

The next step is to get people together to brainstorm more about this project.  There are so many different ways to express art for this idea.  After Summer Celebration, the commission will work on getting this great project underway.  Jane will call PGE about tour dates and bring to the next meeting.  Thanks, Jane!
