Meeting called to order: 6:31 pm
Approval of January minutes: Approved and passed.  

Mail/Thank You Cards:  None at this time.
Financial Statement/Budget:    Due to Rob’s surgery, there was no report this month.
New Sign for Auditorium Events:  Jerry Polzin built a tri-fold sign (with help from Whitney Signs) for events to be held at the auditorium to help bring more awareness of which building and which door patrons need to go in.  In the past, there’s been confusion.   The sign is very generic and can be used by many groups.   Gloria proposed that the Arts Commission reimburse Jerry for the costs involved in creating this sign.  It was discussed, seconded and passed that the Arts Commission would pay up to $100 for actual costs involved.

June Biszantz Sign:  Gloria proposed we send a gift from the Arts Commission representing the town of Estacada to June Biszantz who is sending us the “CONNECT” sign from Pittsburgh for part of our public art sign project.  The group decided our bumper sticker should be included and that a gift from The Spiral Gallery would well represent Estacada and that we would not spend more than $50.  Jami will be in charge of picking out and purchasing this gift to send.

CRT Night:  The Clackamas Repertory Theater will be having a Sunday Reading at the Springwater Grange on Sun., April 3rd, as part of the Arts & Culture Series.  Gloria suggested we should make a donation to CRT for their performance since we reimburse the Writers Night group.  It was discussed and agreed that it would be a great gesture, and it would be very welcomed on CRT’s part.  
Arts & Culture Series:  Jami reported that the A&C flyer was in the local newspaper and that each individual event will be mentioned in the paper.  Along with that, of course, will be the individual email blasts as well along with the flyers around town.  The two events the Arts Commission is in charge of are the CRT Reading and Writers Night – both being held at the Springwater Grange in April.  It was discussed whether and what should be provided in the way of refreshments.  Jami volunteered to bring the refreshments which will include water, juice and cookies.  She will also be in charge of bringing the paper cups and napkins.  

Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: River Mill Dam:  
Jane spoke to Norm Ernst of PGE in hopes of getting Faraday as the next dam project due to the changes coming soon to this location.  This may not happen however – it may have to be the Oak Grove site.  Either way, she is still waiting to hear back from Mr. Ernst and will let us know as soon as that happens.
Jami created a whole section on our arts commission website for this show with photos and the artists’ statements about their work.  She still needs to create a book about showing off the photos and the artwork utilizing a program such as Shutterfly, etc.  
The show looks wonderful in its current location at the Clackamas Building.  Jami and Am went by and took photos.  Jami will add this to our website page.

The show has to come down, however, by April 7th.  So Jane is looking for a place to store the pieces until they can be relocated to their next location – PGE.  She will speak with the City about storing them upstairs at City Hall.  She will need help with this move and will let us know where/when.  

Art Summit Update:   Due to either lack of interest and/or busyness of the season, the arts commission has not heard back from groups who attended the summit and has itself not followed through with some of the ideas.  The main idea of one big calendar for all events was created, however, and is on the Chamber website.  It was decided to wait until fall to perhaps hold another summit at that time.
Summer Celebration Update:   The next SC meeting will be held on Wed., March 30th, at 6:30 pm at Toni Visconti’s home.  She will send out emails with directions and we decided to make it a potluck.  

The main things to be covered will include: Children’s Art ideas, new food ideas, color scheme, theme (fish?), assigning/hiring a photographer, gallery artists donation – cigar boxes(?), and looking for any gaps that need to be filled. 

Am announced she will be making a giant puppet this year –which was wonderful to hear.
