Meeting called to order: 6:30 pm
Approval of April minutes: Approved and passed.  

Mail/Thank You Cards:  Jami will send a thank you card to Whitney Signs for the free replacement of the stolen “imagine” art sign at the library.  A thank you gift will be sent to June Bisantz as decided earlier for the just-received “CONNECT” sign for our town.  
Financial Statement/Budget:    Due to Rob’s absence, there was no report this month.
Percent for Art Project – Upcoming:  As reported last month, Jane applied for a grant from the Oregon Parks and Recreation on behalf of the city for monies for the skate park.  If they receive the grant, the monies will come in July, with work beginning hopefully in September and finishing up next spring.  So we need to start thinking about the 1% for art for this project.   Even though it’s just a bit too premature to decide, Jane liked the idea of some kind of mosaic as did the rest of the commissioners.  We will have to decide if we commission a particular artist to do a particular project or send out an RFP to local artists.  Whichever it will be will have to first be coordinated with the planners and designers of the skate park.  
Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: River Mill Dam:  
Jane reported the River Mill Dam art show is now up at the main PGE office in downtown Portland and looks spectacular.  It is right in the front entrance of the building.  
Jane also reported she has lined up all the artists (30) for the next Art Jam that will take place on May 24 & 25 at Oak Grove and Three Links.   
Jane also reported that the Clackamas County Community Services (?) will be up there to videotape the process as well as PGE representatives.  

Jami is still working on updating the photos of the Powerhouse photo book she created using SnapFish.  The commission decided to purchase one for the library, the city, PGE, and perhaps EAAC.  It will cost apprx. $45 per book.   Jami will also put a link on the website for people to purchase on SnapFish.  

Recap of Arts & Culture Series 2011:  The commissioners agreed they thought this year was good.  It was briefly discussed that perhaps we should add a fall event but Jane reminded us that we have the Powerhouse Dam reception in late September or early October to plan, so it was decided that was enough for the fall at this time.

Storm Drain Project:   Am was absent at this meeting, but has two of the four stencils completed.   
Ford Family Foundation:  
The Institute's primary method for achieving community vitality is through a series of training classes called the Ford Institute Leadership Program. The program is based on the belief that vital rural communities develop from a broad base of knowledgeable, skilled and motivated leaders, a diversity of effective organizations, and productive collaborations among organizations. The Ford Institute Leadership Program for rural communities in Oregon and Siskiyou County, California, was first offered in 2003. The Institute selects four new communities to enter the program each spring and each fall. The series of trainings typically unfold in this sequence:

Year 1: Leadership Development (class 1)
Year 2: Effective Organizations
Year 3: Leadership Development (class 2)
Year 4: Community Collaborations
Year 5: Leadership Development (class 3)

Estacada has been selected to participate beginning this fall and a nominating committee met last week to identify participants. Arts commissioners are encouraged to apply.
Summer Celebration Update:   Everything seems to be going along smoothly.  Jane reminded us of the meeting next week at Jami’s house.
