ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Meeting called to order: 6:35 pm

Additions to agenda:  None

Approval of October minutes: Approved and passed.

Approval of October Retreat minutes:  Approved and passed with correction by Pete regarding creating a MySpace page for Summer Celebration.

Financial Statement/Budget:  Kathleen passed out the up-to-date financial report.  The balance of the EAAC budget is $4,569.75 and the Summer Celebration budget is $4,560.51.  

Mail:   (1) The commission received a thank you card from the Skip-A-Week Quilt Club, thanking us for their inclusion in advertising for the 2008 Summer Celebration.  (2) There was a notice of proposal of an alteration of a nonconforming use of US Forest Service facility on River Lake Road.  The applicant, from Santa Ana, CA, would like a permit to use the area for an arts and crafts manufacturing co-op comprised of several crafts.  The proposal was approved.  The arts commission thought it was very interesting and would like to get in touch with the applicant to find out more information.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Time Change:  It was decided to change our start time for meetings from 6:35 to 6:45 pm. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Fall Retreat:  The commission decided that a lot had been accomplished in just three hours, especially after looking over the list of “goals” that we came up with and that  Gloria handed out.  Some are long-term, some are hope-to’s, and some are need to do very soon.  

Some of the ideas included 

· Creating a Weblog – that was discussed briefly.  It would require maintenance of a knowledgeable person and also a professional videographer.  Pete suggested looking into a high-school student.  

· An artsy map of Estacada.  
· A poetry/drawing booklet of local students work.

· Local signs.  Everyone liked this idea.  Gloria found them while on vacation back east.  Jami found that they would cost $45 on Buildasign.com.  Gloria spoke with a city person regarding the signs as well.  

There are many more great ideas.  It always good to have goals and ideas – which the commission has agreed to keep working on.  Jami will re-work the goal list to make it more user-friendly and will email it out for all commissioners to keep.  Jami updated the Action Plan according to our retreat revisions and will email those out to all commissioners as well.   

Arts & Culture Column:  One of the ideas on the Goals List that is a “to do” very soon was the creation of an Arts & Culture column in the local paper.  Kathleen agreed to write this after contacting Evan and seeing how he felt about this.  On the agenda first since it’s coming up soon was the Symphony night in December.  Kathleen will contact Mary Ann Bugni to see how she feels about the commission writing about this.

Cob Project:  Pete tried to contact the City Repair people but decided he needs to actually go in during the day to speak with them.  It was also decided that since we are a visual bunch, we should see some actual cob pieces.  Jami and Gloria will try to find a Saturday that everyone can go on a field trip to the Rebuilding Center in Portland (http://www.rebuildingcenter.org/) to see their spectacular building  which has a huge cob frontage on it.  If you go to their website and click on “virtual tour”, you can see a photo of the front of their building.  There are also nearby places with cob sites that Pete knows of that we can walk around and see.  Side note: It’s also a good reminder to utilize the Rebuilding Center if any one is remodeling or building.  Check there first.

The commission would still like to use the TDC grant monies ($2,000) on a cob wall of some sort for the re-hanging of the Bird Party mural.  Gloria will call the Parks people early next week to see what the status is of the park.  

Arts and Culture Series:  It was decided at the Retreat to advertise as many cultural local events as we can and use a larger postcard format this year.  Jami has all the information and will send out a mock-up very soon and it will be mailed by Jan. 1st. 

Summer Celebration Update:   Music update from Pete:  He sent out an email with lots bands for consideration.  A few of the commissioners listened to them all and commented.  It was discussed that we need to concentrate on having a bigger name and a danceable band for Friday and Saturday nights.  

Also, the next Music Crawl will be the First Friday in December on Broadway in downtown Estacada.  Pete is working on the line-up and has discovered that there are many more local bands wanting to participate than there are locations.  Good luck Pete!

Fundraising:    Gloria has already started contacting banks for next year’s Summer Celebration.  She spoke with a potential fundraising volunteer.   Good luck Gloria!

FOTA (Friends of the Arts):  Tabled for now – Am is working on this project.  She has a call in to Debbie Turner to coordinate with her and her contacts.
