Meeting called to order: 6:30 pm.

Approval of October minutes: Approved and passed.  

Financial Statement/Budget:   The balance for the General Funds at the time of the meeting for the EAAC was $6,402.29.
Public Input:
Christine Hollenbeck is a Water Conservationist and Public Educator for the Public Water Providers.  The City of Estacada will eventually have stenciling “Dump No Waste – Drains to Stream” painted near storm drains.  Christine thought it would be a great idea to incorporate art on the stencil depicting something original for Estacada but still pertaining to nature, i.e., frogs, herons, etc.  

It was discussed at some length and agreed that it was a fun idea.  Am would ask artists if anyone would like to participate.  Meanwhile, Christine will email dimensions, cost of stencils, etc. to Gloria.

ON-GOING PROJECTS AND REPORTS:

Highway Sign Project:   Gloria spoke with Melanie and she reported that there may indeed be some money set aside for signage; however, it was not clear yet.  She will get back to Gloria when she has new information.  
Commissioner Matrix:  Gloria reminded the commissioners that we are still looking for a commissioner to fill and empty spot and in accordance with our matrix; it would be great if the person would have graphic art skills and school connections, to fill in where the commission’s strengths are “weak” and live in the City limits.

Dam Project:   

Jane is awaiting a call back regarding dates and times.

Cob Project:   No report due to Pete’s absence.
City Sign Art Project:   Gloria brought the 6 samples from Sean Drinkwine from Whitney Signs.  It was voted to go with what we have and hang them as soon as we get them back.
Summer Celebration:  Jane reported that they have set their first meeting date for November 7th.  Pete, Julie, Nina, Am, Toni and Jane will decide then what the Summer Celebration will “look” like for 2010.   

Am reported that John Freese will be the Lead Artist for next year’s mural – which will probably be a continuation of American Native Indians on the Thriftway wall.
Music Crawl:  Am and Pete have not met yet to discuss a December music crawl.  More information to come.
City Stage:   Rob sent a report.  He is going to try for a TDC grant to fund the needed repairs.  Melanie gave him a list of all the groups that use the stage and Bill from the City gave him a list of the needed repairs.  Rob will keep on top of this project.

Arts & Lecture Series:  Jami is getting a schedule together but needs to check with the school for its schedule.  So far, the Writer’s Night will be April 17, PAGE will have its annual play March 11-14, and Estacada Together will be having Art Abrams on Feb. 12th.  
Fall Retreat:  The commission decided it needed a Fall Retreat - the date will be Sat., Nov. 21st, from 9 am to 12 noon at the Whispering Pines.   1st on the Agenda will be finishing the Action Plan.  If time, the commission will also discuss future public art projects and perhaps an art show.  Jami will research public art in other cities.
