She will ask Julius Kuziemski (one of the artists of the show) to give us an estimate for this undertaking.  She said Nina offered to assist Julius with this task as well as herself.  She’ll get back to the commission with a cost.  It was agreed that it was definitely needed.  

Jami will send another email blast to remind everyone to get to the library before the show moves to see it!  

Jane wants to figure out a process for choosing the artists for the next powerhouse project.  There are a lot of artists who want to participate so a fair and specific procedure needs to be created for the May project.

Summer Celebration Update:   
Jane wanted to talk about the upcoming SC meeting on Nov. 11th at 6:30 pm at the City Council Chambers.  One of the things on the agenda for this meeting will be a review of the talent selected by Pete Hamer.  Jane will send out an email asking who will be involved this year.  Jami is back on this year as publicity person.  Gloria is still on a sabbatical from this event.  If she’s in town that weekend, however, she’s agreed to be the official photographer if one is not found before that time.   We discussed a little about demo ideas and children’s art activities ideas.   Due to time constraints and absence of other commissioners, we didn’t talk about this subject too long.

Arts and Culture Series:  Jami just realized she had missed the deadline by several months for the Chautauqua series.  August is the cut-off month.  So ideas were discussed for one more event.  It was decided that we should ask the Clackamas Repertory Theater group to come out to Estacada to do their “Sundays at 3:00 pm Readings”.  Jami will check the EAAC’s calendar and Gloria will contact Cynthia when she returns from vacation to ask her about this idea!

Art in Interesting Places:   Debra Bufton liked the idea Gloria presented to her about placing the street sign (“Connect”) that the artist, June Bisantz, has offered to give to our city, at the auditorium corner near the new upcoming garden area was a great idea.  Gloria will contact June to make arrangements to have her mail this great sign to us.
Art on Main Street Meeting:  Tom Wille, owner of the Mason Building, has created a workshop and wants the entire arts community to attend.   The workshop for “Art on Main Street” will be Wednesday, January 19, 2011 at 6pm.   The workshop will be 2-3 hours long and will be taught by Cheryl Snow of the Clackamas Arts Alliance.  Tom feels this is a great opportunity for us to put our heads together to gather input/ideas and share them with Cheryl and to learn from them.  Our goal is to learn how to effectively integrate art into our downtown streetscape.

·      Best way to promote art to visitors in the area to help increase tourism.
·      What approaches have been most successful in other cities?
