Financial Statement/Budget:  Kathleen was unable to attend meeting due to work, but she called and said she would email the commission and updated treasurer’s report this week.

Mail:  Gloria brought the mail – the commission received a check from the Tourism Development Council in the amount of $2,375.  This was for the two grants written earlier in the year.  $2,000 of the monies is to be spent on relocating the “Bird Party” mural in Wade Creek Park and must be done by June 2009.  The $375 is for postage for the extra mailings for next year’s summer celebration – to broaden the area of where we send the mailers.

The objective will be to basically list and discuss our goals/strategic plan for 2009, discuss the arts & culture series for 2009, and clarify and revisit our mission as a commission.  

Float in Veteran’s Parade:  The commission was approached about having a float in this year’s parade.  The commission discussed the prospect but eventually decided it was too much to take on considering the other goals we still have to meet.
