ESTACADA AREA ARTS COMMISSION MEETING

Meeting called to order: 6:32 pm.
Approval of August minutes: Approved and passed.  

Mail/Thank You Cards:   None at this time.
Financial Statement/Budget:   Most of the monies from Summer Celebration are done coming in with exception of the gallery’s art auction and the transfer of EAAC Administrative money to pay for the SC T-shirts. At the time of the meeting, the balance for Summer Celebration was $2933.81.  The approximate balance for the EAAC was $6823.46
Rob and Jane met with Tamara Pugh to try and set up a working budget for the EAAC.  It’s still a work in progress.

Public Input/Art Summit:  Rachel LaMedica was here tonight to talk with the EAAC about what the upcoming EAAC Art Summit.  Jami sent out another invitation this time with a RSVP request.  Very little response from that email.  It was suggested that we create an agenda (Rachel will do this for us to look over) and send that to the invitees and then call them to invite them personally.  The commission and Rachel talked over our goals for the summit and where we will be spending our time and what information will be shared.  Gloria will be responsible for getting the coffee and donuts and we plan to have the summit from 9:00 am to 12 noon.  We should remember that our main purpose is to meet everyone and bond.  The 1st Annual EAAC Art Summit takes place on Sat., Sept. 25th in the Council Chambers at City Hall.
Summer Celebration Update:   
Jane will be gone the month of October so it was decided that our first Summer Celebration meeting will be held on Thursday, Nov. 11th at 6:30 pm at City Hall.   Jane will send out emails.  The purpose will be to review music that Pete has been working on and to see who will be doing what.
Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: River Mill Dam:  Jami ordered the postcards and the wrong size was sent.  Vista Print was very apologetic and quickly shipped the right size immediately.  Jane and Jami got them to all the artists and Jane sent them to dignitaries and officials as well as bring them to the City Council meeting.  She is also handing them out to as many people and places she can think of that should have them.  It was discussed that we should also create a flyer to give to the schools for the students to be able to come and see as a field trip after the initial artists reception.

Jack and Nina will help hang the art on the 11th.  Jami will help Jane create the artists statements and two banners that will be made by Whitney signs.  The cost of which will come out of the initial grant monies.  The artists’ reception will require the EAAC commissioners to help by serving wine and helping set up (6:30 pm) and take down.  Everyone agreed but Pete will be out of town.  Jami will get the flowers – hopefully donated.  Jane will get the goodies from Trader Joe’s who have agreed to donate some items for this.  Jami will borrow the water dispenser from the gallery for the evening.  Jami will also send out another email blast.  Jami and Jane will work out the evening’s schedule and give to the Estacada Newspaper to hopefully print.  

Rob discussed with Howard Fetz about getting students involved in creating their own art project based on this same idea.  He thought it was great and said to have the commission go to each school’s principal to see what grade level may be best to work on this project and then work with those teachers.  It might be great if the teachers would want to do it and have the students see the exhibit, take a field trip up to Three Links, then create their own art.  The commissioners agreed this would be great and we’ll work on it after the artists’ reception.
Jane will keep everyone update via email.

Art in Interesting Places:   Gloria reported that she hasn’t heard anything – good or bad – about the recent placement of the six interesting art street signs placed around town.  She did finally connect with June Bisantz (the artist who created the signs she first saw back east – www.junebisantz.com).  June loved that we created the same type of signs and offered to give us one of her fancy signs that has a spiral and says “Connect”.  We all agreed that it would be great.  We also agreed a great location would be near or in front of the Estacada Auditorium.   
Dam Project:  Jane brought a mock-up postcard that she and Jami had created for the event.  The official name changed once more – it is now “Estacada on the Clackamas.  The Powerhouse Project: River Mill Dam”.  

The postcard will be an oversized one and to order 1000 colored would cost $185 from Vista Print.  The plan is to give each participating artist 30 postcards to mail or hand out.  The commission will mail approximately 50 out to dignitaries of it’s choosing, and the rest can be used as posters around town and to hand out.  It was agreed that the commission will pay for these postcards.

Jami will be working on a brochure and display boards for the reception at the library.  Jane will remind Jack Townes about purchasing the hangers for the library.  Jane will also see if Trader Joe’s would be willing to donate some food for the reception.  She will also have a banner made by Whitney.  Jami will create a save the date email blast and a regular blast for the event as well.

Street Stencils:   Am is still working on this project but is first trying to finish her Powerhouse art project.  So much to do…so little time.
Estacada Sign Near Library:   We discussed the sad situation of this sign at the last meeting.  Since then, Gloria reports that the Eagle Scouts have taken this project on and will work on restoring the “Welcome to Estacada” sign very soon.
